[1] The test results show the compatibility of the default button functions with widely used operating systems and commonly utilized software applications.

[2] If the test results indicate that a certain function is unavailable (x), customers can reprograme the button functions through the Norwii Presenter APP to accommodate their individual preferences.

[3] For Bluetooth Low Energy (BLE) products, connecting to a computer via Bluetooth requires the following:

1) The computer's hardware must support BLE and have a version higher than BLE 4.0; 2) The operating system of the computer must include a compatible BLE driver. It is important to note that many Windows 7 computers are unable to connect via Bluetooth because Microsoft
does not officially bring its own BLE driver and the hardware does not support BLE 4.0.
